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1 Diamonds Inventory

1.1 Overview

The Diamonds Inventory Screen handles the stones (loose diamonds) inventories. The entity that is used in this screen is Parcel. A Parcel includes the number of stones, their weight information and also holds the attributes of the items within it.

The screen is a list of all Parcels. This list holds the work platform upon which all actions are made. Such actions include: creating a new Parcel, Mixing -Pouring a parcel into another parcel. Selling from a parcel, buying into a parcel, creating Memos, Credit memos etc.

In addition, allocation of stones into open SO’s can be done through this screen. 

1.2 Diamonds Inventory Screen
To open the Diamonds Inventory Screen, click the 
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 icon.

The screen is divided to two main sections: 

· The Grid  - displays the inventory according the user’s sorting and filtering definitions.

· The Bottom Pane – displays additional information about the parcel and allows performing actions (Mix, Buy, Sell etc.).
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1.2.1 The Grid

1.2.1.1 The Grid Columns

Each line can display the following information:

Note: The user can add or remove the grid columns by right clicking on the titles line and checking/ un-checking each column. 

1.2.1.2 Filtering the Grid

Filtering the grid can be done by many parameters. Click on 
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 in order to get the Filter dialog.
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The user can save his most frequent filter by using the Save As button, and inserting a name to the filter. Using/deleting a saved filter is done by clicking on  [image: image7.png]


. 
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In order to display all parcels, click the Show All button.

Each user can save his own default filter by clicking the Save as Default button.

1.2.1.3 Sorting the Grid

Sorting can be done by each one of the grid columns by clicking its title: First time the user clicks the column - the list will be sorted by ascending order. Second time the user clicks the column  - the list will be sorted by ascending order.

1.2.1.4 The Properties Dialog

Properties dialog holds the entire parcel information and history records.

It has 7 possible tabs:

· Basic 
· Shapes
· Memos In
· Memos Out
· Extracts
· Certificate
· History
Only the relevant tabs will open. For example: if there are no Open Memos from this parcel, there will be no Memo tab.
To open the properties dialog: Right Click on the line and select Properties, or double click the parcel line (when the view pane is selected)
1.2.1.4.1 The Basic Tab

The Basic tab displays the parcel’s general information: Name, Inventory type, Remark, Customer, Note as well as the properties of the stones in this parcel: Weight, Color, Clarity, Quality and dimensions: Width, Length and Height.

In addition the tab displays the parcel’s current location, selected price list and %.
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1.2.1.4.2 The Shapes Tab

The Shapes tab displays all the shapes included in this parcel (out from all available shapes).
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1.2.1.4.3 The Memo In Tab

The Memo In tab displays all the currently open memos from vendors, which are related to this parcel, one line for each document. Double click a line, will open the memo in document.

1.2.1.4.4 The Memo Out Tab

The Memo Out tab is similar to the Memo In tab and displays all the currently open memos to customers, which are related to this parcel, one line for each document. Double click a line, will open the memo out document.

1.2.1.4.5 The Certificates Tab

The Certificates tab displays all the certificates that are attached to this parcel. Double click the certificate line will open the certificate dialog.
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1.2.1.4.6 The Extracts Tab

The Extraxt tab is similar to the Memo In tab and displays all the currently open extracts to customers, which are related to this parcel, one line for each document. Double click a line, will open the extract document.

1.2.1.4.7 The History Tab

The History tab displays a detailed history about all actions that were done on this parcel, including date, user, customer/vendor, Doc #, Origin etc. 
The history tabs addition options are:

· Right Click(Display Accounting Document will open the relevant document for more information.

· Double click a line, will open the Action History details.
· Show Running Balances – will display the running weight, units, cost and list, i.e. what were the values of these fields after each action in the history

· Filtering the history to display only a specific time period

· Fix Mix (from the Action History details) – will reverse a mix action.

· Copy to Mix (from the Action History details) – will copy the information of the action to the mix tables. This will allow to re-create the same document again
1.2.2 The Bottom Panes

1.2.2.1 “View” Pane

The View pane displays the information of the highlighted parcel. The displayed information:  Shape, Weight, color, Clarity, Remark, Status, cost and list prices and the certificate information.  This feature enables to see all the parcel’s information in one section of the screen without having to move across the Parcel row or opening the certificate dialog.
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1.2.3 Calculating the Cost and the List

The following parameters are used when the cost is calculated:

New Cost  
The new calculated cost after action is done

New List  
The new calculated list after action is done

Current Cost 
The cost before action is done

Current List  
The list before action is done

Current CT 
The Total weight of the parcel before action is done                  

Action CT 
How much weight was involved in this action

Action Cost 
The cost that the user defined when performing the action                       
Action List  
The list that the user defined when performing the action

After an action that takes stones out from the parcel (sell/mix out/return)

New Cost  = Current CT * Current Cost – Action CT * Action Cost

Examples:

1. Selling stones from a new parcel.

Before selling: Parcel has: 40 stones, 20.00 CT, Cost = List = $100.

Sell information: Selling 10 stones, 5.00 CT, Cost = $110, List = $120

After selling:

Stones = 30

Ct = 15.00

Cost =  (20.00*100  - 5.00 *110)/(20.00-5.00) = $96.67

List =  (20.00*100  - 5.00 *120)/(20.00-5.00) = $93.33

2. Buying stones from a new parcel.

Before buying: Parcel has: 10 stones, 10.00 CT, Cost = $ 90, List = $100.

Buy information: Buying 10 stones, 10.50 CT, Cost = $120, List = $120

After buying:

Stones = 20

CT = 20.50

Cost =  (10.00*90  + 10.50 *120)/(10.00+10.50) = $105.37

List =  (10.00*100  + 10.50 *120)/(10.00+10.50) = $110.24

1.2.4 Using the Price Lists

The system enables the user to manage the diamond pricelist defined in the system. In order to get to this module see illustration below.
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1.2.4.1 Source List 

Click on Pricelist Administration from the Price lists menu. The source list dialog will open.

The source list contains all the Diamond Price list names defined in the system. Each line has an Id, Name, Nickname and relation. Through this dialog the user can add New Price list or Edit an existing one.
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1.2.4.2 Diamond Price Lists

Click on Diamonds from the Price lists menu. The Diamond Pricelist dialog will open.

Through this dialog the user can update the different diamond pricelists.
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2 Accounting 

2.1 A/R – Actions on the Customers Accounts

2.1.1 The Customers Screen 
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The customers screen displays all current customers- one line for each customer. The main screen display most important details: Name, Telephone, Salesman, Balance, Credit Limit etc.

Additional way of opening the customer screen:
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2.1.1.1 Customer Dialog
To see the full details on a customer, double click its line. 
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Each tab display relevant information:

· General – general details, contact information, billing address
· Divisions  – each customer can have a few divisions
· Shipping – each division can have a few shipping addresses.

· POs– all open Pos for this customer.
· Invoices, Receipts, C.Invoices, Memos, C.Memos – display all open documents. 
· In order to see all documents (including closed ones), click Show All. 
· Double click on a document line will open it
· Double click on a document line will open it
· Notes – display manual notes that were inserted, as well as automatic notes about changes in customer data



2.2 A/P – Actions on the Vendors Accounts

2.2.1 The Vendors Screen 
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The vendor screen displays all current vendors- one line for each vendor. The main screen display most important details: Name, Telephone, Balance etc. 

Additional way of opening the vendor screen:
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2.2.1.1 Vendor Dialog

To see the full details on a vendor, double click its line. 
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Each tab display relevant information:

· General – general details, contact information, billing address

· Tax Deduction – define the tax deduction terms. 
· Internal Cards – effect the default accounting card. 
· Notes – display manual notes that were inserted, as well as automatic notes about changes in customer data.
Purchase Invoices, Checks, C. Purchases, Memos, C. Memos, Extract, C. Extract - 
display all open documents. 

· In order to see all documents (including closed ones), click Show All. 
· Double click on a document line will open it

· Double click on a document line will open it






A/P – Actions on the Document Accounts
2.2.2 The Documents Screen 

The documents screen displays all the documents that were created: 
· Invoices \ Credit Invoices

· Purchases \ C.Purchases
· Receipts \ Payments
· Memos \ Credit Memos
· Extracts \ Credit Extracts

The main screen displays most important details. There is one line for each document.
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2.2.2.1 Filtering the Grid

Filtering the grid can be done by many parameters. Click on 
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 in order to get the Filter dialog.
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The parameters are: 
· ID – The document ID (a range of parameters can be inserted).
· Is Vendor – Is the document related to any of the vendors?
· Open? – Is the document open?
· Type – What type is the document?
· Customer – Choose a customer from a list.
· Entry date – The Created date of the document (a range of parameters can be inserted).

· Total Price - The document total price (a range of parameters can be inserted).

· Ref – The Reference of the document (partial strings can be inserted by using the “%” sign).
· Created By – The document created by this user.

· Goods Type - The document's goods type: Diamonds, Jewelry etc.
· Posted – Is the document posted?

· Numerator – The document's numerator.

· Coin - The document's coin.

· Remark - The document's remark (partial strings can be inserted by using the “%” sign).
· Bank - The account affected by the document.
In order to display all documents, click the Show All button.

Each user can save his own default filter by clicking the Save as Default button.

2.2.2.2 Sorting the Grid

Sorting can be done by each one of the grid columns by clicking its title: First time the user clicks the column - the list will be sorted by ascending order. Second time the user clicks the column - the list will be sorted by ascending order.
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
